PRE-BID RFI QUESTIONS

A.  Where can a job trailer be located and is temporary power available?
a. The General Contractor will be able to utilize the nearby Curling Club parking lot for their job site trailer,
material storage, and parking.
b. DTE poles are located near the parking lot. The General Contractor would be responsible to obtain a
temporary power feed from DTE for the duration of construction.

Item No. 2

A.  Where can temporary power be pulled from for the construction site proper?
a. The General Contractor can obtain a feed from DTE for temporary power during construction. Another option
may be to utilize the existing power feeds from the buildings to be demolished as part of this project.
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Item No. 3

A.  What are expectations for construction security fencing and what are the allowable limits?
a. Refer to updated Civil drawing 2 of 5 Site Plan for suggested extent of construction security fencing. The
General Contractor is expected to coordinate final fencing layout with Ownership prior to installation.

Item No. 4

A. Please clarify the scope of work for the proposed, alternate, pavilion and provide an allowance that bidders should
carry.
a. The scope of work for the proposed pavilion is as follows:
i. Demolish existing pavilion concrete slab and foundations — complete.
ii. Prepare area for new slab and foundations including compacted fill and repairs to existing grading
as outlined in the Civil documents.
iii. Install underground electrical conduit and wire to provide power to the proposed pavilion from the
new building. Refer to Electrical documents for any additional requirements.
iv. Install new concrete slab and foundations for the proposed pavilion per pavilion manufacturer
recommendations. Refer to Civil and Structural documents for any additional requirements.
v. Install Owner purchased pavilion structure per pavilion manufacturer’'s recommendations.
vi. Install outdoor electrical outlets and lighting for the proposed pavilion. Refer to Electrical
documents for any additional requirements.
vii.  Provide any additional materials or work required to successfully complete the installation of the
proposed pavilion not otherwise noted in this outline.
viii. Bidders are to include an allowance of $100,000 to complete the pavilion installation work outlined
in this response.
Reference drawings for the pavilion have been included in this document.

In
accordance with the statute, contractors must be required to pay wages to laborers and mechanics at a rate
not less than the prevailing wages specified in a wage determination made by the U.S. Secretary of Labor.”

General Information: The project documents will be submitted to the plan reviewer in advance of bids being received to
begin the review process. The General Contractor will still be responsible to apply for the permit and complete the
review process, per typical construction practice.

Please clarify who is responsible to contract required third party testing.
a.  The Owner will contract all required third party testing for this project as outlined in the project documents.

What are the allowable working hours for construction in the City of Ferndale?
a. Allowable working hours are Monday-Saturday 7am-7pm. Sunday work requires approval by City Council.

Please clarify how existing trees in the proposed building area will be addressed.
a. The City of Ferndale will be removing 2 trees in the proposed building area to allow for construction to
proceed. 1 additional tree will be trimmed.

Panel RP-K - Sheet E301, Key Note 3 indicates that panel RP-K is removed from the project scope and that all devices
are to be circuited to LP-BB. However, sheet E502 (LP-BB panel notes) states to provide feed-through lugs to sub-feed
RP-K. Please confirm whether RP-K is to be removed or not.
a. Keynote 3 indicates that an alternate will be provided for the removal of panel RP-K. Under the base bid,
RP-K'is to remain in place. If the alternate to remove RP-K is accepted, all devices currently circuited to
RP-K shall be re-circuited to panel LP-BB. If RP-K remains in the project, it will be fed as a feed-through from
LP-BB.

Building Scope - Please confirm that the building shown on sheets E201, E202, and E203 is a GROUND UP BUILD,
CORRECT?
a. Yes, the proposed service building is all new construction.

Site Utilities - Can 2" SDR 9 poly be used for the water service in lieu of Type K copper?
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a. The service from the tap at the main along Orchard to the first 2" curb and stop box (approximately 8 ft from
the tap) needs to be copper. The City of Ferndale will allow the remainder of the service from the stop box to
the building to be poly.
Iltem No. 17

A.  Could you please confirm the current location of DP-1? We do not see DP-1 shown in the proposed building plans, nor
does it appear on any of the drawings other than E501. Please advise if DP-1 is located elsewhere.
a. DP-1is located within the existing concession building that serves the baseball diamond. This building sits
adjacent to the parking lot accessed from Orchard Ave. No additional work is required in the concession
building other than replacing the existing breaker.

Item No. 18

A. Additionally, could you please provide the Finishing plans as well?
a. This question is unclear. The First Floor Finish Plan is included in the bidding documents.

Item No. 19

A. Trade Permits and ROW Permit Fees — Per addendum 1 RFI-6: The building permit should not be included in the lump
sum bid. Please confirm that trade permits and ROW permit fees should also not be included.
a.  ROW permit, it will not be required as the Prime contractor will be required to post bonds and insurance for
the entire project which will include site work and the work within the City's ROW.
b. Individual trade permit fees will also be waived for this project.

Item No. 20

A. Sealed Concrete Floor Information — Sheet A-801 shows “sealed concrete” for CONC-S . But the finish key only has
CONC-1 and says “refer to spec." There is no concrete sealing information in the spec. Please provide concrete
sealing specs.

a. Refer to Specification Sections 03 3313 Architectural Cast-in-Place Concrete and 09 9723.16 Concrete Floor
Sealer.

Item No. 21

A.  On S-101: the footing in the NW corner of the building isn’t labeled but based on context looks like F-4.0. Please
confirm.
a. Confirmed.

Item No. 22

A. Per sheet 2 of 5 on the civil drawings, please further clarify what areas will need to be asphalt paved.
a. The hatch has been added to the paved portion of the path. Refer to attached updated sheet 2 of 5 — Site
Plan

Item No. 23

A. Please clarify who is responsible for the paving the temporary access road after project completion as well as the
concrete replacement at the water tap point.
a. The General Contractor will be responsible for this work.
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Item No. 24

A. Please clarify the liquidated damage schedule for the project.
a. Liquidated damages in the project manual are limited to loss of bid security if the selected bidder fails. Refer
to Specification section 00 2113 Instructions to Bidders.

Item No. 25

A. Please further clarify where a temporary fence needs to be placed as well as specifications.
a. Approximate location shown on plans.
b.  Additional fence requirements are provided in Specification section 01 5000 Temporary Facilities and
Controls.

Item No. 26

A. Please clarify if it is required to remove the top (5) feet of existing material in the footprint of the new building area and
then backfill with engineered material.
a. Yes, per the geotechnical report, removal and replacement of the existing material is required.

PLUM is an identifier of the union
whose collectively bargained rate prevailed in the survey for
this classification, which in this example would be Plumbers.
0198 indicates the local union number or district council
number where applicable, i.e., Plumbers Local 0198. The next
number, 005 in the example, is an internal number used in
processing the wage determination. The date, 07/01/2024 in the
example, is the effective date of the most current negotiated
rate.

Union prevailing wage rates are updated to reflect all changes
over time that are reported to WHD in the rates

in the collective bargaining agreement (CBA) governing the
classification.

Union Average Rate Identifiers

The UAVG identifier indicates that no single rate prevailed for
those classifications, but that 100% of the data reported for
the classifications reflected union rates. EXAMPLE:
UAVG-OH-0010 01/01/2024. UAVG indicates that the rate is a
weighted union average rate. OH indicates the State of Ohio.
The next number, 0010 in the example, is an internal number
used in producing the wage determination. The date, 01/01/2024
in the example, indicates the date the wage determination was
updated to reflect the most current union average rate.

A UAVG rate will be updated once a year, usually in January, to
reflect a weighted average of the current rates in the
collective bargaining agreements on which the rate is based.

Survey Rate Identifiers

The ""SU"" identifier indicates that either a single non-union
rate prevailed (as defined in 29 CFR 1.2) for this
classification in the survey or that the rate was derived by
computing a weighted average rate based on all the rates
reported in the survey for that classification. As a weighted
average rate includes all rates reported in the survey, it may
include both union and non-union rates. Example: SUFL2022-007
6/27/2024. SU indicates the rate is a single non-union
prevailing rate or a weighted average of survey data for that
classification. FL indicates the State of Florida. 2022 is the
year of the survey on which these classifications and rates are
based. The next number, 007 in the example, is an internal
number used in producing the wage determination. The date,
6/27/2024 in the example, indicates the survey completion date
for the classifications and rates under that identifier.

?SU? wage rates typically remain in effect until a new survey
is conducted. However, the Wage and Hour Division (WHD) has the
discretion to update such rates under 29 CFR 1.6(c)(1).



State Adopted Rate Identifiers

The ""SA"" identifier indicates that the classifications and
prevailing wage rates set by a state (or local) government were
adopted under 29 C.F.R 1.3(g)-(h). Example: SAME2023-007
01/03/2024. SA reflects that the rates are state adopted. ME
refers to the State of Maine. 2023 is the year during which the
state completed the survey on which the listed classifications
and rates are based. The next number, 007 in the example, is an
internal number used in producing the wage determination.

The date, 01/03/2024 in the example, reflects the date on which
the classifications and rates under the ?SA? identifier took
effect under state law in the state from which the rates were
adopted.
